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Kick-it Stop Smoking Grants 2016-17
Kick-it Stop Smoking Service is making funds of between £500 - £5000 available for 

voluntary and community organisations serving residents of Kensington & Chelsea, Westminster and Hammersmith and Fulham. The deadline for applications is 1st August 6pm. Visit www.kcsc.org.uk/funding for the application form.

Previously Funded organisations are not eligible to apply.
What is the funding for? 
The fund aims to support voluntary and community organisations to help people in the tri-borough area to stop smoking and raise awareness of the harmful effects of smoking. Organisations can apply to deliver one or both of the following:
1. Advice to residents to help them to successfully stop smoking 
This would typically involve holding a weekly drop-in where residents can meet with a staff member or a volunteer of your organisation. Each client will receive six short appointments over a six week period. 

Before beginning advising, your staff member or volunteer will be required to attend a two-day training course run by Kick-it to train them in how to deliver the advice. The two-day training course is on September 1st and September 8th. Please ensure your staff member or volunteer keeps both dates free. They will also have the opportunity to complete an online course in order to achieve a nationally recognised accreditation. Thereafter a Kick-it staff member will be on hand to provide support to the adviser on an ongoing basis. 
2. Educational campaigns and activities to increase awareness about the harmful effects of smoking and where residents can get support to stop 
This could involve for example: 
· Running outreach activities such as stalls 

· Holding workshops and events 

· Writing articles for newsletters, websites and social media
· Designing and distributing tailor made resources and publicity materials suitable for a specific user group e.g. translated material
· Referring clients to local Kick-it clinics

· Any other means of promoting a stop smoking clinic or the service within a local community”
Applications are particularly welcome from organisations working with the Polish or Chinese community and those that work with residents who are both cigarette smokers and shisha users. Organisations that are working with BME groups in areas of deprivation are also welcome. Projects can start as soon as funding is agreed in August 2016 and should be completed by 31 March 2017.  
Who can apply

Applicant organisations must:

· be a constituted voluntary organisation or legally constituted social enterprise; and

· have a UK bank account; and 
· operate in Kensington and Chelsea, Westminster or Hammersmith and Fulham

Conditions of the fund

1. The funds can only be spent on the activities outlined in the application form

2. Successful applicants will be paid 50% of the grant of the money at the start of the project. The remaining 50% will be paid after receipt of a short report and photos of activities in December 2016 showing successful progress of the project.

How the applications will be assessed

We will be looking for projects which:

1. engage with people from disadvantaged communities 
2. are realistic and achievable within a short time-frame

3. are good value for money
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
