Walking from Hayes Town Centre (and Hayes and Harlington Train Station)

Go (North/slightly down hill) down Station Road / through the high street shopping area with the Hesa Primary Health Care centre, Boots, Santander/HSBC all on your left.  After WHSmith and Superdrug, you will reach Botwell Lane.  Turn left, and you will see the Catholic Church, with a green roof and a modern tower/spire ahead of you on the left hand side of the road.   After the shops but before you get to the church, you will see the entrance to Botwell Parish Centre (Botwell Social Centre) on your left. 
If walking from the train, 
a) if you go up the stairs to the bridge and come out of the old main entrance you turn right onto Station Road, go down hill, with YMCA on your left, then continue on Station Road into the pedestrian shopping area and follow the instructions above.  

b) If you come out of the ground level entrance past the building work and temporary booking office, just continue straight ahead with Tesco on your right onto Station Road and follow the instructions above.
Train: Hayes and Harlington Station, 

From London:  25mins from Paddington, 15 from Ealing Broadway, 5 from Southall

From outer London:   12 from Heathrow (train not tube), 4 mins from West Drayton.

Although there are tubes to Uxbridge and Heathrow, these are still 4-5 miles away and you will need a bus or taxi.
Parking   

a)  There is a Council car park 3-5 minutes walk in Central Avenue, opposite the Parish Centre and the Leisure Centre.  It is pay and display and can be full especially at school drop off time.  Be careful to put the right time on your ticket as they do ticket people who are over.
b) There is a cheaper Council car park – apparently £2 for a whole day - a 10 minute walk away on Pump Lane, next to John McDonnell’s constituency office. 

c)  There is limited (free) parking for disabled people on the Church / Parish centre grounds.  The barriers in front of the Parish Centre are down during school drop off and pick up times so children going into the school are safe from cars.  If you park in the Parish Centre or Church parking, you must tell the reception team at the conference what your car’s registration number is, so they can give the Parish office a list, or you might get ticketed. 

There is free street parking on the roads further up and off Central Avenue, but please park carefully as they will ticket people parking too close to entrances etc.

Do not park in the Lidl’s car park opposite the hall as they will ticket you after 1.5 hours even if you buy food there. 
Buses  90 140 195 350 E6 H98 U4 U5 to Hayes. 
Stall-Holders: Loading and Unloading If you have booked a stall and have materials to unload you can unload right beside the hall, but only before or after school arrival time and again before or after school pick up time (I will check times) and you will then need to go and find another place to park your car. 
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
